    Ñöùc oâng Pheâroâ Buøi Ñaïi sinh ngaøy 
11 thaùng 1 naêm 1970 taïi ñaûo Phuù 
Quoác, Vieät Nam. Ngaøi theo hoïc taïi 
Ñaïi hoïc Regina Apostolorum 
(Roâma), nôi ngaøi toát nghieäp caùc vaên 
baèng veà Trieát hoïc vaø Thaàn hoïc, cuõng 
nhö ñaït hoïc vò Cöû nhaân Trieát hoïc vaøo 
naêm 2003 ñeán 2006. 
    Ngaøi ñöôïc thuï phong linh muïc vaøo 
ngaøy 24 thaùng 12 naêm 2003 cho 
Doøng Ñaïo Binh Chuùa Kitoâ (Le-
gionaries of Christ).

    Ñöùc oâng Pheâroâ Buøi Ñaïi seõ laø 
Giaùm muïc Phuï taù thöù hai trong lòch 
söû 56 naêm cuûa Giaùo phaän Phoenix, 
gia nhaäp cuøng Ñöùc Giaùm muïc Phuï taù 
Eduardo A. Nevares ñeå hoã trôï Ñöùc 
Giaùm muïc Giaùo phaän John Dolan coi 
soùc coäng ñoaøn hôn 2 trieäu giaùo daân 
taïi ñaây.

(Avondale, Arizona) — On Tues-
day, February 17, 2026, coinciding 
with the first day of the Lunar New 
Year (Year of the Wood Horse), the 
Diocese of Phoenix solemnly cele-
brated the Episcopal Ordination of 
Monsignor Peter Dai Bui as Auxil-
iary Bishop of the Diocese of 
Phoenix. The ceremony, held at 

10:00 AM at St. Thomas Aquinas 
Catholic Church in Avondale, fol-
lowed the Decree of Appointment is-
sued by His Holiness Pope Leo XIV. 
    Today marks a joyous and mo-
mentous occasion for the entire Dio-
cese of Phoenix and especially for 
the Vietnamese Catholic community 
in Arizona. With the addition of a 
new Auxiliary Bishop of Vietnamese 
descent, a vast number of Viet-
namese faithful attended the liturgy, 
alongside interfaith leaders, the 
Knights of Columbus, the Sovereign 
Military Order of Malta, the Eques-
trian Order of the Holy Sepulchre of 
Jerusalem, men and women reli-
gious, deacons, and concelebrating 
priests. 
    His Eminence Cardinal Pierre, 
Apostolic Nuncio to the United 
States, read the Apostolic Decree 
from Pope Leo XIV. The Bishop-
elect, Peter Dai Bui, received the 
mandate and presented it to the Peo-
ple of God. 
    The principal consecrator, Most 
Reverend John P. Dolan, Bishop of 
Phoenix, questioned the Bishop-elect 
regarding his resolve to uphold the 
Faith and discharge his duties as a 
Bishop. This was followed by the 

prostration, a gesture expressing total 
self-consecration and the "death" of 
his former life as he was ordained 
into a life of service. 
D  uring the Prayer of Ordination, the 
Book of the Gospels was held over 
the head of the Bishop-elect and sub-
sequently presented to him, illustrat-
ing that the preaching of the Word of 
God is the primary duty of the epis-
copal ministry to the Church. 
•    + The Miter: Signifies the 
Bishop's resolve to pursue a life of 
holiness. 
•    + The Crosier (Pastoral Staff): 
Represents the duty of guiding and 
governing the Church entrusted to his 
care. 
    In his remarks shared in Viet-
namese, the newly ordained Bishop 
stated: "Your presence here to pray 
for me is a wonderful grace. Over the 
past nine years, I have learned so 
many precious things from you. I have 
seen a living faith through your lives, 
your filial piety toward your parents, 
your sacrifices for your children, and 
your loyalty to Christ and the Church. 
Did you know? My family are also 
Vietnamese refugees; therefore, every 
time I celebrate Mass, I feel as though 
I am coming home to be with my own 
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siblings. As I enter this new mission, 
I will never forget the Vietnamese 
community. I will continue to accom-
pany, serve, and love you as my own 
family. On the occasion of the Lunar 
New Year, I wish you all an abun-
dance of blessings, peace, and happi-
ness. May God and Mother Mary 
always shelter and protect you, and 
please pray for me. Happy New Year 
and may all your wishes come true." 
The appointment was originally an-
nounced in Washington, D.C., on 
December 19, 2025, by Cardinal 
Christophe Pierre, Apostolic Nuncio 
to the United States. 
    Monsignor Peter Dai Bui was 
born on January 11, 1970, on Phu 
Quoc Island, Vietnam. He attended 
the Pontifical Athenaeum Regina 
Apostolorum in Rome, where he 
earned degrees in Philosophy and 
Theology, including a Licentiate in 
Philosophy between 2003 and 2006. 
He was ordained to the priesthood on 
December 24, 2003, for the Le-
gionaries of Christ. Following his or-
dination, he served as a chaplain at a 
Catholic school in Caracas, 
Venezuela, and organized missions 
to the Amazon and Medellin, Colom-
bia. 
    In October 2009, he was formally 

incardinated into the Diocese of 
Phoenix. During his tenure, he held 
several pastoral responsibilities, in-
cluding: 
•    - Parochial Vicar at Our Lady of 
Guadalupe, Queen Creek (2007–
2008). 
    - Parochial Vicar at Christ the 
King, Mesa (2008–2010). 
    - Pastor of Resurrection Parish, 
Tempe (2010–2011). 
    - Pastor of Holy Spirit Parish, 
Tempe (2017–2022). 
    Additionally, Monsignor Bui 
served the Holy See as an official for 
the Pontifical Council Cor Unum 
(One Heart) from 2011 to 2016. On 
December 16, 2014, he was honored 
by the Holy Father with the title 
"Monsignor" (Chaplain to His Holi-
ness). Since 2022, he has served as 
the Vicar for Clergy for the Diocese 
of Phoenix. 
    Most Reverend John Dolan, 
Bishop of Phoenix, shared: "I am 
profoundly grateful to Pope Leo XIV 
for appointing Monsignor Peter Dai 
Bui as Auxiliary Bishop. As one of the 
largest and fastest-growing dioceses 
in the country, Phoenix faces increas-
ing complexities in pastoral and ad-
ministrative work. The new Bishop’s 
administrative experience, deep care 

for priests, and spirit of accompani-
ment will be invaluable qualities for 
the diocese." 
    Bishop Peter Dai Bui becomes the 
second Auxiliary Bishop in the 56-
year history of the Diocese of 
Phoenix, joining Auxiliary Bishop 
Eduardo A. Nevares in assisting 
Bishop John Dolan in overseeing a 
community of over 2 million faithful. 
As one of the fastest-growing 
Catholic dioceses in the United 
States, the Roman Catholic Diocese 
of Phoenix comprises 94 parishes, 24 
missions, 29 elementary schools, 
seven high schools, three universi-
ties, and one seminary. 
    Bishop Peter Dai Bui is fluent in 
five languages: English, Viet-
namese, Italian, German, and Span-
ish. He is the fifth 
Vietnamese-American Catholic 
Bishop appointed since the time of 
Bishop Dominic Mai Thanh Luong in 
2003. 
    Congratulations to the newly or-
dained Bishop Peter Dai Bui. May 
God always pour out His abundant 
graces upon you and grant you health 
in mind and body to serve the flock 
of the Lord in this new mission en-
trusted to you by the Church.
